JetToy - The challenge is to design an 
appealing toy that performs in a specific 
way, such as travels far, carries weight, or 
goes fast. Students experimented with 
different chassis designs and nozzle sizes 
to determine their effect on the JetToy's 
performance. Jet propulsion, friction and 
air resistance are the core scientific 
concepts students explore in this 
challenge.
